Directions to Swansea Quaker Meeting House

168 St Helen's Road, SWANSEA SA1 4DQ
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(On the corner of St Helen's Road and Page Street, next to the YMCA)

From the Severn Bridge * Cardiff * Port Talbot (M4)
1)  Leave at Junction 42 and follow the signs for City Centre

From Merthyr Tydfil * Hirwaun * Neath (A465)
1)  Follow the signs for Swansea / City Centre

2)  After the 30 MPH sign. take the right‑hand lane of the dual carriageway,  then without changing lanes, go straight on at 6 traffic lights.

3)  After the 6th set (outside Tesco's), take the 2nd lane from the right and turn right at the traffic lights.

4)  Staying in the left‑hand lane, go straight on to a roundabout.

5)  Left at the roundabout.  The Meeting House is now on your right, and you must turn 1st right 3 times to reach the car park at the rear.
From West Wales via M4 & A483 or A484 & A483
If you are on the M4, leave at Junction 47 and take the exit for Swansea / A483 (not Civic Centre).

Follow the signs for Swansea / City Centre.

Go straight on at the first 3 traffic lights you come to, and turn right at the 4th (towards Gower)

Then go straight ahead at everything, including the give‑way signs as you enter the shopping centre.

About half a mile after you have left the shopping centre, look out for Walter Rd Post Office on your right . Then turn 2nd right Into Page Street (which runs between Astley, Samuel Leeder & Sons and Darlows Estate Agents).

The Meeting House is the last building on the right. Car park at the rear.
From Central Wales via Pontardawe A4067

Follow the signs for Swansea / City Centre

When you are still about 1mile from the city centre you will go under a long railway viaduct. As you do so, take the right‑hand lane.

At the next roundabout go straight on towards Hafod (not City Centre).

Go straight on at 3 traffic lights.  Right at next traffic lights (clock tower).

Go straight on at the next traffic lights and at the next light‑controlled pedestrian crossing (outside Astley Samuel Leeder & Sons) turn left in to Page Street.

The Meeting House is the last building on the right.  Car park at the rear.
From Local Area
From GOWER A4118

Continue through the Sketty and Uplands shopping centres. About half a mile after you have left the Uplands shopping centre, look out for Walter Road Post Office on your right . Then turn 2nd right into Page St (which runs between Astley, Samuel Leeder & Sons and Darlows Estate Agents).  The Meeting House is the last building on the right.

From MUMBLES A4067

As you near the city centre look out for the General Accident offices, a red‑brick building, on your left.  There turn left into Nicholl Street.  Then 1st right twice to reach the car park at the rear of the building.
From Train and Bus Stations
From the TRAIN STATION (15 minutes walk)

Go to the light controlled crossing just past the Grand Hotel, cross over, turn right and continue to the underpass.  Leave the underpass by the Kingsway/Bellevue Way exit, and walk along the Kingsway.  The Meeting House is just past the YMCA on the right.  You will see the Meeting House close by.

On your way back to the station leave the underpass by the High Street/Orchard Street exit.

From the BUS STATION (5 minutes walk)

Leave by the exit next to Bay 1 and go to the top of the street.  Go over the zebra crossing and turn left. Cross over at the traffic lights and turn right and follow the pavement until you see the Meeting House.
If you have to ask the way, ask to be directed to the YMCA, which is a better known landmark than the Meeting House.

Leaving
Turn left as you leave the car park, immediately left again, then first right. 

For MUMBLES and GOWER, turn left at the top of the street.
